Terry Kringle called the meeting to order.  Members present were:  Donna Moore, Lance Williston, Larry Enlow, Gary Ziegler, and Jim Schmitz.  Brad Walters was absent. Professional staff present was Bill Preboski. Visitors were Rick Francois, Matthew Schultz, Vogel Bros; William Hoch, Excel Engineering.
Motion by Donna Moore seconded by Larry Enlow to approve the August 11, 2010 regular minutes with the addition of the word like in the third paragraph (“Terry would like”) and the August 23, 2010 special meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried. 

The next regular meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, October 13, 2010.  Shamrock II might be ready at that time.
Belleville Clinic Site Plan Review

Bill Preboski stated the Village had recently adopted Village wide Design Guidelines and Landscape Plan.  The landscape plan requires islands in the parking lot, but the commission will wave this requirement.  In the future we should see if we want to keep this requirement.  (Future agenda item 3.1b of the Village Wide Design Guidelines).  He stated the landscape plan meets the points as required in the work sheet, however his only concern was the need for screening of parked autos on the edge of the parking lot facing Bellwest Boulevard. His second concern (he did not have the data) was the canopy awning, covered porch and gabled roof projection of building entrances be at least 3 feet wide and is between 8-12 feet above the sidewalk.  They stated it was.  Another concern was on the front façade, if it met the 35% glass of any street right-of-way.  They did not know the answer to this even though Bill had called them.  Bill wondered if this was too stringent of a requirement because this looks like a beautiful building.  This requirement is only for the front of the building.  We can approve this by the looks of it, but they will provide the figures to Bill.  Those were the only 3 concerns Bill had.  On the landscape plan the only point he had was in the front of the building, was low plantings for the edge of the parking lot for screening of the cars.  The site plan is only for the property and does not include the terrace area.  The Village recently enacted an ordinance that deals with planting of trees in the terrace.  The ordinance did not incorporate commercial property.  The reason for this was commercial property must present a site plan to the plan commission.  The requirement for residential properties is that there should be one tree per lot or a corner lot would require 2 trees.  Terry asked if there was some way to work something out to get some trees in the terrace area.  It was suggest 2 trees on Bellwest Boulavard and 5-6 trees on James Avenue.  They would need to contact the PW Director to see what trees are recommended for that area.  They agreed to do this.  The new tree ordinance should be in Title 10 and be included as improvements in the subdivision requirements with reference to residential and commercial properties.  They adjusted the building a little and moved some handicap parking around but the number of stalls stayed the same.  (37 staff and 99 patient includes the 12 handicap)  The design is a prairie like design.  The detention pond on the corner of James and Bellwest is deeper and the one along Wayne Drive is larger per CARPC requirements. Landscaping to the northwest by the detention pond will be of prairie style.  Terry suggested they put in plantings for prairie grass/flowers if they were truly interested in a prairie style yard.  Motion by Gary Ziegler, seconded by Lance Williston to approve the site plan as presented.  Motion carried.  They hope to break ground by October 1, 2010.
TND Ordinance – Discussion for need

Traditional Neighborhood Development ordinance was discussed.  This is really for a larger municipality with a population of 12,000 or more.  It is to design neighborhoods like some of the old part of the village with small lots, alleys with garages entrance from them, buildings with apartments above the garage, businesses on first floor with apartments on second floor or parking underground.  Middleton Hills in Middleton has this.  These areas are very dense. The difference between a TND and a PUD is that a TND is described already by design features and mapping.  The community decides the features and how the buildings are massed.  They both have land uses within the PUD.  In a PUD, the developer can plan their area.  The commission decided just to leave this alone for the time being.
Purchase of property for clean waste disposal and new PW facility

The Faheys have made an offer to sell some land to the Village across from the park/sewer plant..  The first thing we would have to do is amend our Comprehensive plan to add the Fahey property and apply to CARPC to amend the USA.  It should not be a problem since it is adjacent to our development of the park and disposal plant.  The site would be tricky for development because all the woods are in the flood plain of the Sugar River.  Public Works talked about making this entire land park and moving the PW building to the Sugar Rive Park location.   The Village is looking for a clean fill site. Clean fill needs to be defined and only used by or for Village residents. Terry asked if this is something we wanted to see at an entrance to the Village.  We really can not make a recommendation to the Village until we know what this would be used for.  MSA could do a site plan review of the property to know where clean fill could be put and where the screening would be.  Terry would want to run this by CARPC before we purchase the property.  If we have this as park, we would not have to amend the USA other than the creek and fill area.  Public Works needs to take a better look at this before a decision can be made.  
Purchase of wetland property north of Shamrock I
This is part of the Cosgrove property south of the river and north of Shamrock and adjacent to the parkland in Shamrock Phase 2.  The Village has already received funds from the state to purchase this property through a grant.  The grant is from a Stewardship Grant which states hunting be allowed.  Our ordinances do no allow hunting in the Village.  Terry thought a variance was worked out.  The seller now wants too much money for the land.  The seller can do anything with this land if he does not sell it.  If the Village has it, it would become a conservancy area and wetlands with the rest of the property along the river.  It would not cost the Village anything if purchased with the grant money.  This property is in the Town of Montrose so we might want to annex this land at some time.  It would fit into our Comprehensive Plan and our Park and Open Space Plan. Motion by Lance Williston, seconded by Larry Enlow to recommend to the Village Board the purchase of this property.  Motion carried.
Acceptance of land south of Sugar River Apartments from Herb & Luane Blaser

Terry received a letter from Herb & Luane Blaser.  He would like to give this property to us. This area is where the Welcome to Belleville entrance sign is along the river, across from Federal.  There is a paved area that goes down to the river from River Street.  We were surprised we did not already own this since we maintain it and have a sign on it.  Motion by Donna Moore, seconded by Lance Williston to recommend to the Village Board the acceptance of the property.  Motion carried.
Comprehensive Plan Consistency Guidelines 

These are not finalized yet.  We can leave them in Draft state until next month.  Matt still has not looked them over.
Terry explained that the 30’ we were requiring Bell West to donate to the Village because Cosgrove already agreed to this, is not correct.  Cosgrove agreed to this but not to dedicate it to the Village.  CARPC suggested we own this property so we can control what happens in this area.  The Bell West property is commercial and backs up to park land.  The Village should treat both developers the same.  
Cosgrove does have an OK from CARPC.

Terry would like to talk to Kamran Mesbah after these developments are in place.  It seems like the developers talk to CARPC and take care of what they are asked to do and then CARPC comes up with another requirement and this just keeps going on.  CARPC should have a list the developers are required to do at one time.

Motion by Donna Moore, seconded by Larry Enlow to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.
