Terry Kringle called the meeting to order.  Terry added Presentation - Consistency Requirements as a new agenda item under New Business #1.
Members present were:  Donna Moore, Lance Williston, Larry Enlow, Gary Ziegler and Jim Schmitz. Brad Walters was absent. Professional staff present was Bill Preboski and Attorney Matt Dregne. Visitors were Mike Slavney from Vandewalle & Associates, Bonnie Wilcox and Deb Kazmar.

Motion by Donna Moore seconded by Larry Enlow to approve the December 16, 2009 Public Hearing minutes and Regular meeting as printed.  Motion carried.  

The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, February 10, 2010.

Terry Kringle asked the committee to review the paperwork regarding Landmark and items in question regarding their CUP which will be on February’s agenda.
NEW BUSINESS

Presentation – Consistency Requirement-
Mike Slavney of Vandewalle & Associates along with Mat Dregne was present to do the presentation.
Mike Slavney’s presentation included an outline about an Overview of Community Planning, Belleville’s Comprehensive Plan, Plan Implementation and the Role of the Plan Commission in its “Consistency” and Decision Making.  Reasons for Community Planning is to lay out a preferred vision for future growth and community character, to manage growth so it does not occur haphazardly and inefficiently, to preserve open space and recreational opportunities, to balance private property rights and community interests, to identify economic development and redevelopment opportunities and to lead to more consistent and defensible decision making on land development issues. The different levels of planning include State and Regional that consist of the “Smart Growth”, environmental protection and economic development. Community Planning consists of the Comprehensive Plan, detailed (re)development planning along with the Park and Open Space Planning. Plan Implementation consists of zoning and subdivision regulations, financial incentives and capital planning, official mapping and ongoing development review.  Belleville’s Comprehensive Master Plan has the 9 elements required for development for the next 20 year period.  We amended our Master Plan in 2000, updated our Comprehensive Master Plan November 1, 2004 &  a Neighborhood Amendment in 2008. . Matt Dregne stated the official map is a place where the Village can reserve locations for municipal facilities and is adopted as an ordinance.  Any time a municipality acquires or disposes of land, the Plan Commission should make a recommendation to the Village Board.  The Plan Commission does not have a lot of discretion in some things.  If a final plat that comes before the Plan Commission and is consistent with the Preliminary Plat, complies with the Land Division Ordinance, it generally should be approved.  Matt would like to see the Plan Commission and Village Board act on these approvals by resolution.  The Plan Commission has a much wider discretion with annexations and land acquisition.  Consistency according to the State Statues will be called for in rezoning, Planned Unit Developments, CUP’s, the official map and its amendments and possibly site plans, dedications, acquisitions and dispositions.  The Public Works/Parks Committee should get involved in land division, dedications, right of ways, closing alleys and opening up new streets and pay attention to the consistency requirements.  The Statues do not say public improvements such as sidewalks are included..  We have a subdivision ordinance that states sidewalks should be on both sides of the street but the Village Board can grant exceptions to this. If an ordinance uses the word generally, exceptions can be made. All decisions should be consistent with our Comprehensive Master Plan. We need to keep a good record of decisions in the minutes and make findings, via motions, that directly address consistency for most decisions.  Matt suggest that the local government should look at the plan as a whole, look at the issues and actions as a whole and then make a case specific determination overall of the consistency. The reason to adopt items by resolution is to clearly document any conditions that we are attaching or document how the decision is consistent with our plan.  It is suggested Bill Preboski, as our planner, document in writing the consistency of a plan. If we need to amend our plan, we should allow at least 4 months.  Matt suggested we have listed the items of consistency in our resolutions.  Matt will draft a model resolution for the preliminary plat and the final plat and Bill will supply the text for these.  Matt will draft some conditions of approval to be included. A Public Hearing is not required for a final plat, but if there are a lot of changes to the conditions of the preliminary plat approval they may have to do another preliminary plat and start all over.    

Amendment to Section 10-1-70  Complaints Regarding Conditional Uses
Terry is re-writing this.  Terry would like a CUP complaint to come to the Plan Commission Chair and the Chair Person will turn it over to the Building/Zoning Administrator to determine what the problem is and help to remedy the problem within 14 days.  If the violation is not resolved the complaint will be turned over to the Plan Commission. At the present time, the offender has the opportunity to remedy this without going through the formal process of coming to the Plan Commission.  The complaints are being handled by the Building/Zoning Inspector.  Matt suggested that in Terry’s (2) version change the word shall to may.  He also suggested wording for the 14 day compliance.  Matt is to re-write this ordinance with appropriate language.  A CUP hearing is a class 2 notice.
