Terry Kringle called the meeting to order.  Members present were:  Donna Moore, Lance Williston, Larry Enlow, Gary Ziegler and Jim Schmitz. Professional staff present was Bill Preboski and Kevin Lord. Visitors were Ed Short, Dick Parkin, Mike Parkin, Randy Kyle, John Stremikis, Steve Gochenaur, Keith Dalsing, Don Cosgrove and Rick Francois 

The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, March 10, 2010.
Motion by Donna Moore seconded by Larry Enlow to approve the January 13, 2010 minutes as printed.  Motion carried.  

Preliminary discussion of west side fitness center

Ed Short presented a very early plan of a possible fitness center in the Bakers Woods Development.  He wanted to review the parking requirements.  If you read our ordinances he can not meet the requirements.  He wanted to know if shared parking within 400’ from other establishments would be allowed from retail business that operate during the day.  The majority of the fitness parking would be after business hours.  The Plan Commission thought they could work with him on the parking situation.  Some of the suggestions were to form a PUD, or possibly change our ordinance to a % of the number of lockers or capacity for businesses that might require similar parking.

Landmark CUP – Carried over from November 11, 2009 meeting and CUP Public Hearing

Randy Kyle represented Landmark.   (Formerly Union Coop)  
Terry put together a packet with complaints that pertain to the CUP and they were handed out at the January meeting so the commission would have time to review them.   After the Public Hearing, Landmark was asked to follow up on the following complaint items. 
1.  One Way Sign.  There is a One Way Sign in place indicating the restriction.  They are required to enter from South Park Street and exit on East Church Street. The picture was taken the morning after the public hearing.
2.  Parking.  Apparently after the bins were taken down, the trucks were not parking in the designated parking areas but where the bins were located.  The bases of the grain bins are still in place.  The distance from the ground to the raised rim of the base is raised so it would make parking difficult.  Landmark staff has instructed staff on the designated parking areas for the trucks and wagons.
3.  Length of fertilizer drop chute was called into question to minimize free fall of grain and fertilizer.

The distance from the bottom of the chute to the top of the truck box appears to be very close if not within the two foot requirement.  The extension chute was flipped up in the picture. They will explore adding a canvas extension to the chute to insure that the product is dropping below the edge of the truck at all times when loading all equipment with fertilizer to reduce the dust problem as found in Wis Administrative code ATCP 33.62, Dust control in dry product loading.

4.  Trim on the old depot needed to be painted and maintained.  They admit the trim on the depot is not in great shape, but certainly expectable.  They suggest that the trim not be altered at this time so that any future owner of the depot can make a fresh start on renovation.

Randy Kyle stated OSHA and the DNR inspects regularly.  It was asked whether insecticides or pesticides were still stored there.  Randy did not know if they were still stored there.  It was asked how long the CUP must be reviewed.  The CUP must be reviewed every 5 years. They suggest amending the sentence in the CUP as follows so as to comply more closely with existing Belleville code language.  Paragraph 5 of the CUP amendment would state: The allowed uses of the Property must at no time be unhealthy, hazardous, offensive, or a public nuisance affecting health, peace and safety.  We already have language in our ordinances or in the State Statues that would address these problems.    Motion by Jim Schmitz, seconded by Larry Enlow that the commission finds there are no violations of the CUP.  Motion carried
Resolution for Final Plat for Shamrock Hills II

Don Cosgrove, Steve Gochenaur and Keith Dalsing were present.  Terry listed all the conditions that were in the preliminary plat on February 11, 2009 and concerns from Kevin Lord.
	PRELIMINARY PLAT CONDITIONS      (Numbers in front correspond to Feb. 11, 2009 PC minutes)

	1. CARPC Approval  We are waiting for some kind of a written document of their approval of all  

 their requirements.

	

	2. Coordinated with adjoining developments.  Yes. This has been done.

	2. Grades of proposed streets match with adjoining properties.  This is difficult to do at this time but the PC has not seen any engineering plans.

	3 & 4. Grading plans with building pad elevations.  Have not received any plans for this.

	4. Stormwater plan.  Have not seen any plans.

	5. Wetland delineation approval letter.  We do have a copy of this.

	6. Lift station outlot.  This is not required any more

	6. Well outlot.  This does not apply.

	7. Access to northern park.  No at this time.  There needs to be 16’ – 20’ wide easement for a mower/vehicle to travel on between lots 70 & 71 or on the back side of lot 75.  There is a 60’access point located by the stormwater pond along side of outlot 4.  They need to have a document from the DNR allowing us to build a road in the wetland area to have year round access.  They do not know if the road can be improved with impervious surface.  

	8. 60 foot access to Sugar River every half mile. The Village might own the property along the river in the

	future,  the Village should put it where they want it.  They need to check if it needs to be a usable access. 

	FINAL PLAT CONDITIONS      (Numbers in front correspond to Feb. 2, 2010 MSA letter from Kevin Lord)

	1. Drainage arrows with note.  Easily taken care of on the map.

	2. Two bearings need to be the same. Easily taken care of on the map.

	3. Verification of public access that begins at the NE corner of OL 5. Easily taken care of on the map.

	4. Incorrect distance along East line of lots 72- 75 and Outlot 4. Easily taken care of on the map.

	5. Incorrect label on 4th line.  Easily taken care of on the map.

	6. Incorrect label on 7th line.  Easily taken care of on the map.

	7. Chord bearing does not match table.  Easily taken care of on the map.

	8. Table for buildable area in lots 8-24. Change setback?  They will provide a table for this, but it doesn’t have to be on the map.  Just a separate sheet.

	9. Access to northern park.  See # 9 on preliminary plat contingencies.

	10. Pedestrian walkway between Lots 61 & 62 may be too steep.  ??

	11. 60 ft. access to Sugar River every half mile.  ???

	

	Other items on the list:
We do not have a Developers Agreement.  Still needs to be drawn up.  It is in Matt’s hands.


Financial Security.  $5000.00 was transferred from other development.
Is Park land dedication adequate?  Yes.  There are 120 lots and the  parkland along the river exclusive of wetlands is approximately 13-14 acres.
Park Fees.  There still is the Park Improvement Fee for around $8640.00  ($720.00 per lot) The Village needs to check on this.
Phasing Plan.  Phase 1 is Shamrock 1.  Shamrock 2 needs a phasing plan.
75’ Setback.  This is a question.  Bill suggested the lots abutting the wetlands be zoned R-SH even though the lots are larger, the buildable lot is smaller because of the setback requirement.  This is an option.  
Park Space.  Yes OK

Sidewalks.  Rick Francois had a map with the present sidewalks.  He tried to make the subdivisions one sided.  He stated it controlled the crossing areas.  It was suggested to use a cow path by the school, but it is a waterway at the present time.   Motion by Lance Williston, seconded by Gary Ziegler to recommend to the Village Board the Public Works recommendation for sidewalks on both sides of the streets with the exception in Shamrock Hills Phase 2 of no sidewalks be required in bulbs of cul-de-sacs and sidewalks only on 1 side of cul-de-sacs,  Motion carried.
Steve pointed out the 2 areas on James Avenue that Don does not own and should not have to pay for the sidewalks.  Motion by Gary Ziegler, seconded by Lance Williston that the sidewalks in the first block (about 140’) (northwest side) on James Avenue north of Prisk Street and about 160’ on James Avenue north of Prisk Street (northeast side)  be the responsibility of the Village with payment to be determined by the Village Board.  Motion carried.
It was pointed out that there are sidewalks missing in parts of blocks in other areas from North Harrison west.  Motion by Lance Williston, seconded by Gary Ziegler to recommend to the Village Board the Public Works sidewalk recommendation with the exception of sidewalks on both sides of the street for the Shamrock Hills Phase 2, Bakers Woods Phase 1 and 2 and the Bellewest Subdivision: No sidewalks required in bulbs of cul-de-sacs, sidewalks on 1 side of cul-de-sacs, no sidewalks on unnamed street between Bellewest Subdivision and STH 69/92 (Meyers), and no sidewalk in northern most cul-de-sac in Bellewest Subdivision along CTH PB.  Motion carried.

Final Plat.  The Plan Commission should have a resolution stating this is consistent with our Comprehensive Master Plan and our ordinances.  The Plan Commission will meet in two weeks, February 24 at 7PM to recommend approval by resolution to the Village Board the Final Plat for Shamrock Hills Phase 2 even though they may not have the final stormwater and construction plans approved and the construction plans done.  
Bill Preboski put together a packet that is Belleville Comprehensive Plan’s Policies and Recommendations which are all the plans and policies from the Master Plan and the Comprehensive Plan Consistency Guidelines – Draft dated 1/25/10. He still wants to meet with Matt and go through this.  
Motion by Donna Moore, seconded by Larry Enlow to adjourn at 9:45.  Motion carried.
