The Public Hearing was called to order by Chairman Terry Kringle at 7:00 PM. Members present were:  Donna Moore, Lance Williston, Gary Ziegler, and Jim Schmitz.  Brad Walters and Larry Enlow were absent.. Professional staff present was Bill Preboski.  Visitors were: Tom Reese, Becki Feller, Paul Ziehli and Rick Francois.  
Public Hearing 

Verizon is requesting a CUP to construct a cell phone tower near the Village’s water tank.

The water tower property is zoned P-G (Public Grounds).  Personal Wireless Service Antennas require a 
Conditional Use Permit. Tom Reece, of SAC Wireless, was present to answer any questions. Becki Feller and Paul Ziehli wanted to listen to what Verizon was going to do.  Mary Austin had some questions.  He stated it would be a 150’ mono tower on the water tower land with room for 4 carriers. Right across the fence is another tower so the visual impact would be minimal. They can not use the water tower because it is not tall enough.  Access will be from the Phil Fahey property, the same as to the US Cellular tower with access into the water tower compound on the side east side of the Cellular property.  They would sign a 25 year lease with the Village with 5 year reviews.  Rent was estimated at $1000 per month.  He stated it would not interfere with any other wireless connections.  The tower would be for Verizon Personal Wireless Communications and has nothing to do with Verizon land lines.  There would not be any lights on the tower since it does not exceed the height for required lighting of 200 feet. There will not be any additional lighting as they like to keep it less noticeable as possible.  For security reasons, Verizon does not light their compounds. The pole would be steel in color.  No landscape has been planned due the nature of the site. The compound will be in the southeast corner of the water tower property. They had to move the compound somewhat further away from the tower to allow for maintenance of the water tower.  They will not need an additional fence.  There would be a building for the equipment. Motion by Lance Williston, seconded by Gary Ziegler to close the Public Hearing.  Motion carried

A motion by Donna Moore, seconded by Gary Ziegler to approve the minutes from the May 12, 2010 Public Hearing and the minutes from the May 12, 2010 regular meeting.  Motion carried.
The next meeting has been changed from Wednesday, July 14 to Thursday, July 15, 2010. 

Act on CUP for Verizon

Kevin Lord of MSA was ok with the comments he has on a letter dated May 25, 2010.  His concerns with #4 elevations and #5 regarding the retaining wall were answered with the information given to him.  They are proposing no lighting and no landscaping.  Their lighting plan is opposite of what the Village has.  They do no light the building for security purposes.  Landscaping is so minimal because the site is so small and the existing surrounding area.  Motion by Gary Ziegler, seconded by Lance Williston to approve the Conditional Use Permit to Wisconsin RSA NO.8 Limited Partnership, A Delaware Limited Partnership D/B/A Verizon Wireless for a Portion of 602 West Church Street, Belleville, WI., noting language regarding the required lighting plan as lack of any lighting for security reasons and the landscaping requirements being waved because of the small area and its surroundings.  Motion carried.
Landmark CUP amendment

Landmark has withdrawn its request for a CUP at this time for an additional dryer.  It will make the following improvements for 2010.  Install dampening equipment in the receiving pits, install aspirators in the legs to remove loose material in the grain, Install a 10’ high fence with screening on Landmark’s property with similar trees on Christen Brother’s property at their direction and adhere to the published Good Neighbor policy.  (Email dated 5/28/2010)  Christen Brothers Service has withdrawn their April 17, 2009 complaint against Landmark Services Cooperative.  If Landmark’s remedial efforts do not work and the problems continue to persist, Christen Brothers still expects Landmark to adhere to its current CUP and will file future complaints with the Village if they are unable to do so.  They remain willing to work with Landmark and with the Village in the future for the good of the community (Letter dated June 8, 2010 from Attorney Tim Homar of LaRowe, Gerlach & Roy, LLP).  The site plan needs to be amended according to Matt.  This may be addressed in July.
