Terry Kringle called the meeting to order.  Members present were:  Donna Moore, Lance Williston, Larry Enlow, Jim Schmitz and Brad Walters.  Absent: Gary Ziegler. Professional staff present was Bill Preboski . Visitors were Casey Louther of Louther & Associates Designs and Jim Olson. 

Motion by Donna Moore seconded by Larry Enlow to approve the February 10, 2010 minutes as printed.  Motion carried.  Motion by Larry Enlow seconded by Donna Moore to approve the minutes as printed from the special meeting on February 24, 2010.  Motion carried. 
The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, April 14, 2010.
Terry Kringle wanted to clarify a statement he made to John Stremikis at the February 10 Plan Commission meeting regarding the Landmark CUP about fertilizer problems.  Terry told John it was never brought up at the Public Hearing in November 11, 2009, but according to the minutes from that meeting, John did bring up the topic of fertilizer mixing problems.  Terry offers his apology for this error.
Concept Design for Retail Mixed Use discussion

Jim Olson along with Casey Louther of Louther & Associates Designs presented a very early concept of a mixed use plan for a strip mall for retail space on the first floor with apartments on the second and third floors in the Bakers Woods Subdivision.  The complex would have underground parking with 59 parking stalls including 1 handicap stall and some storage units.  There would be 34 apartment units, consisting of 1, 2 & 3 bedrooms with a balcony. The units will be offset. There would be surface parking for 100 with 4 handicap included and 12 bike stalls. The number of retail spaces will be designed to add or remove window and doors for the space required for the business.  The height of the building falls within our guidelines. There is a room for emergency vehicles to drive around the complex. They would need PUD zoning.  They need to talk to CARPC about the 75’ buffer from the wetlands.  Of this buffer, they will need to dedicate 25-30 feet to the Village.  The plan they received from MSA did not have this on.  The complex has 2 drive throughs for potential business.  There would be a good flow for traffic in and out.  The parking is designed for mutual parking with another development to the south.  They are trying to make it as “green” as possible.  They will make the first floor attractive with brick or stone with contrasting on the second and third floors.  It might be for 55 and older adults. Bill Preboski pointed out that if they were age restricted, they have to be designed differently. They will need a copy of our Village Wide Design Guidelines.  Jim stated it would not be taxed at a lesser mill rate.  They should check on the entrance setback requirements off of 69/92 with DOT for the entrance into the business places.  They have designed a round about in front of the building.  If they are interested in having this development zoned as a PUD, he should get started early since this will be our first time working with this.  
Resolution for Final Plat for Shamrock Hills II  - No discussion or action this meeting

The issues are not resolved at this time.  Terry, Bill Preboski and Cosgrove met with CARPC.  Cosgrove has some serious problems with the plan.  They came to an agreement on some issues but Cosgrove still has work to do to bring the plat in line with what CARPC wants done.  The 75’ buffer:  CARPC would be willing to look at 25’ for public which would be dedicated to the Village.  A major problem is the steep slopes on some of the lots.  They will have to identify the lots that are a big concern.  An additional step to take place will be that Cosgrove will have to submit the plans to the Village Engineer before anything can take place on those lots to make sure the conditions are met.  There are 6 lots on the cul-du-sac that will need easements/deed restrictions on the back of the lots.  It appears Cosgrove will still have adequate space for the placement of homes.  There are some more lots in the northeast area of  James Avenue.  Since this was not part of the USA they can move earth around steep slopes and reconstruct the lots so they have the proper grades.  They will have retaining wall at the back of the lots and this will have to be approved by the Village Engineer.  Erin Street goes across the buffer.  This 2 block section will probably be closed off.  No one will lose any lots.  CARPC recommended a “memorandum of understanding” between Cosgrove, Village of Belleville and CARPC that would lay out all the issues and who would be responsible for dealing with what issues. We hope CARPC has time to complete this.  

Comprehensive Plan Consistency Guidelines 

Bill Preboski prepared a draft titled Belleville Comprehensive Plan’s Policies ad Recommendations which is all the policies and recommendation from the Comprehensive Plan all in one place.  When an annexation is approved, a plat is approved or a zoning change is requested, this can be used as a guideline as to the consistency with the policies of the plan.  Matt Dregne is working on forms to go along with approvals for consistency.  The second document Bill prepared was called Comprehensive Plan Consistency Guidelines – 2nd draft 1/25/10.  These would assist in the planning review to determine consistency with our plan.  These are not standards but guidelines.  Developers still need to follow our Comprehensive Plan. Bill and Matt will work together to put these in a formal document that we can use.  
10-1-44 Commercial Districts Uses –Reorganizing table

This is for Permitted Uses in a Commercial District.  (2/10/10 version)  It has permitted conditional or not permitted uses for all the commercial zoning districts.  This is ready for a public hearing.
Amendment to Section 10-1-70  Complaints Regarding Conditional Uses
This was written with Matt’s suggestions.  The basic change (shortened) is that alleged conditional use violation should be forwarded to the Plan Commission Chairperson for review.  The Chairperson may refer it to the Plan Commission or require the Building Inspector, Zoning Administrator or other Village official to conduct an investigation and make a determination of the violation of the Conditional Use Permit.  This is ready for a public hearing.
Review ordinances that have been recommended for change by Zoning Administrator
10-1-8 (16) – Building, Front Line Of.

Add to the definition: and the eves if the overhang is less than 2 feet.  This is ready for a public hearing.
10-1-43 – Permitted Uses – Residential and other Districts

Delete: Community based residential facilities.  This is ready for a public hearing.

10-1-80(b) – Abolishment or Replacement of Existing Nonconforming Use
The basic changes (shortened) add the following when a structure is damaged by: violent wind, vandalism, snow, mold, infestation.  Deleted: to the extent of more than 50% of its current assessed value.  Added: may be restored to original size, location and use with no limits on cost of construction and can be increased in size if necessitated by state or federal requirements.  This is ready for a public hearing.
10-1-104(3) – Freestanding Signs in Commercial and Industrial Districts

Add the wording: and shall not project into the right away.  This is ready for a public hearing
10-1-107(b) – Moving or Flashing Signs

Add the wording: or where allowed by conditional use permit.  This is ready for a public hearing.
10-1-112 – Non-conforming signs  We will just forget about this one.

10-1-126 & 10-1-127 – Air pollution

(a) Delete the wording of Chapter NR 154.11(6), Wis Adm Code and replace with standards set by the DNR. This is ready for a public hearing.
10-1-126 (b) Delete last part of the sentence after the wording: emit any liquid or solid particles.  This is ready for a public hearing.
10-1-143 Blow-up pools and fence requirement for above ground pools

(c)  Permit Required:  First sentence add: with a wall height greater than 15 inches.  (this catches the blow up pools)  This is ready for a public hearing.
10-1-143 (e) Setback and Other Requirements
(e)(1)  Add the following wording to ending of the second sentence:  unless connected to the lot with the principal building by a CSM  This is ready for a public hearing.
10-1-143 (f) Fence

(f)(3) Add:  The pool enclosure may be omitted for above ground pools in which the wall height is at least 48 inches and if the only access to the pool is provided by a ladder or steps provided that the ladder or steps shall be capable of being secured, locked or removed to prevent access.  This is ready for a public hearing.
10-6-44 – Master Site Grading and Drainage Plan for Lowest exposed opening height

(e)This should read:  Proposed lowest building opening height elevation on each lot shall be of sufficient height to allow flow of water away from the lowest building opening height (See 10-13-6(c)(2).  This is ready for a public hearing.
10-7-2(i) – Permit Lapses
The completed time is changed from 18 months to twenty-four (24) months from the date of issuance thereof.  This is ready for a public hearing.
10-1-8 New definition for setback (Add to definitions)
Setback – The setback is a perpendicular line from the property line to the closest point of a covered part of the foundation.  This is ready for a public hearing.
Wind generators and associated towers 
Nothing will be done.  Regulated by the PSC.
11-6-3 (i) Public Nuisances Affecting Health 
Change the definition:

Outdoor Solid Fuel Fired Heating Devices 
An outdoor heating device or structure designed for solid fuel combustion and for the purpose of providing indoor heat, including but not limited to, combination fuel furnaces or broilers which burn solid fuel

11-6-5 Public Nuisances Affecting Peace and Safety

Add: Outdoor Solid Fuel Fired Heating Devices
(a)  All solid fuel-fired heating outdoor heating devices located within the Village of Belleville are hereby determined and declared to be public nuisances and, as such are, prohibited within the Village of Belleville.

(b)  This ordinance shall also apply to any pre-existing non-conforming use following a period of twelve (12) months of non-use of such device
