Chairman Terry Kringle called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m..   Members present were:  Donna Moore, Tyler Kattre, Larry Enlow, and Gary Ziegler.    Professional staff present:  Bill Preboski.  Absent:  Ben O’Brien, who joined the meeting at 7:15, and Mike Potts.
Visitors: James Magrone, Linda Groffy & Ron Groffy of 122 River Street, Dave Eustice of 106 River Street, Mike Chetwood and Ray Lamboley of 208 North Grant Street.
HEARING #1

A Conditional Use Permit has been applied for by Michael Chetwood LLC, 420 Enterprise Avenue, Belleville, authorizing the operation of an auto-sales business on the property that would provide internet sales of five or fewer autos at a time to customers by appointment. The property is zoned Industrial District.

Terry Kringle asked if anyone wanted to speak for or against CUP.  Time was given until 7:05 for further public comment.  No one spoke.

Motion to close public hearing on CUP by Donna Moore, seconded by Tyler Kattre.  Motion passed unanimously.  

HEARING #2

A Conditional Use Permit has been applied for by James B. Magrone and Lynn Owen, 140 River Street, Belleville, authorizing the use of the Property for a two-family residence in a district zoned Single Family Residential - Medium Density (R-SM). 

Terry Kringle asked if anyone wanted to speak for or against CUP.  Ron Groffy asked if the two CUPs for this address were independent of each other.  Terry Kringle stated that they were.  Ron Groffy said he would not be opposed to this CUP.  Time was given until 7:10 for further public opinion.
Motion to close public hearing on CUP by Gary Ziegler, seconded by Larry Enlow.  Motion passed unanimously. 

HEARING #3

A Conditional Use Permit that has been applied for by James B. Magrone and Lynn Owen, d/b/a Whisper Rock Victorian Dreams Vacation Home, 140 River Street, Belleville, authorizing the operation of a tourist rooming house business on the Property that would provide lodging for tourists or transient visitors. The district is zoned Single Family Residential - Medium Density (R-SM).

Terry Kringle asked if anyone wanted to speak for or against CUP.  Concerns brought forth by Dave Eustice were discussed.  The first concern was whether the current sewer system could handle the additional volume of the number of people that may stay at the Vacation Home, citing there had been problems in the past.  Terry Kringle stated he had already addressed this concern with Public Works head, Jerry Butts, and been told that after recent improvements to the sewer system in this area, there have been no problems.  CUP will allow a maximum of 8 people.
Dave Eustice asked if there would be a state inspection on the property.  Terry Kringle noted that the State Department of Health had inspected the property and the PC committee had a copy of the approval.
Dave Eustice asked if the CUP could be transferred to a corporation.  Terry Kringle pointed out that the CUP is for present owners, James Magrone and Lynn Owen only, and if ownership changes, the CUP becomes null.

Dave Eustice asked if the owner had to be on the property.  Terry Kringle stated that the owner did not need to be on the property while having renters there.  If there were problems with the renters, neighbors have the right to call the police department.  James Magrone stated that when he is not on-site because the property is rented out, he will be within immediate reach, and only be camping a short distance away, and does have mechanical contractors set up in the event that there is a maintenance issue on the property.

Ron Groffy voiced concern about the length of time visitors may stay at the Vacation Home, turning it into a rental.  After discussion between public, James Magrone owner, and Plan Commission, it was suggested that language should be entered in the CUP that stated any one rental party could not stay at the Vacation Home for more than 45 consecutive days or 60 days total in one calendar year.

The issue of erosion from additional traffic on the gravel driveway was discussed.  Groffy and Eustice both end up with gravel on their property, or on the public sidewalk, from the Magrone property, and asked if a blacktop or cement driveway could be required.  The Plan Commission decided they would have discussion in the regular meeting about resurfacing of the driveway as part of the CUP.

Ron Groffy stated he would like to be sure that the property owners manage the Vacation Home, and not a management company.  It was suggested that language be added to CUP as such.

Motion to close public hearing on CUP by Larry Enlow, second by Tyler Kattre.  Motion passed unanimously.

New Business - 3 CUPs on agenda.

The district is zoned Single Family Residential - Medium Density (R-SM).

Discussion based on comments from Public Hearing

Terry Kringle posed the question to the Plan Commission about whether they wanted to put additional conditions on the CUP dealing with driveway erosion/condition.  Plan Commission decided not to put additional conditions in regarding the driveway.

The following changes will be made to the CUP:  

#2  Strike “Not more than three rooms on the first floor of the Building may be used for rental to a maximum of eight tourists or transients.”  Replace with “Only the first floor of the Building may be used for rental to a maximum of eight tourists or transients.”

#3  Strike “No tourist or transient may rent a room for more than 30 consecutive days.”  Replace with “No tourist or transient may rent the first floor for more than 45 consecutive days, or 60 days in a calendar year.”

#10  Property will be managed by the property owner.

Motion to accept Resolution  #2012-07-03, as amended, contingent upon attorney review, by Gary Ziegler, seconded by Tyler Kattre.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Item #4 – Kennel licensing and zoning.
There was discussion about what zoning codes allow kennels.  
Motion by Gary Ziegler for the Plan Commission to recommend to the Village Board to allow Kennels, Pet Boarding NAICS #81291 as a CUP, only in Business Highway or Industrial zoning.  Second by Ben O’Brien.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Ben O’Brien, to remove all references to pet licensing and kennels in ordinances dealing with residential zoning.  Seconded by Gary Ziegler.  Motion passed unanimously.    

CONTINUED BUSINESS 
1. Review Village-Wide Design Guidelines and Landscaping Guidelines.

Bill Preboski explained where Village-Wide Design Guidelines and Landscaping Guidelines are contradictory.  Zoning Code Section 10-1-92, Parking Requirements, E1- Landscaping, will be looked at in the August Plan Commission meeting.

2. Review Industrial and Business Park Zoning for permitted, conditional and non-permitted uses.

Bill Preboski gave suggested changes for Zoning Code Table.  Plan Commission will discuss at August meeting.
