HELD MONDAY, DECEMBER 5,2011 AT
7:00 PM. VILLAGE HALL - 24 WEST MAIN STREET

1. Call to order - The meeting was called to order by Village President Howard Ward at 7:00
PM.

2. Roll call by Clerk — Trustees present were: Tyler Kattre, Ben O’Brien, Howard Ward, Gary
Ziegler, Deb Kazmar and Bonnie Wilcox. Excused: Jim Schmitz.

3. Visitors: Jean Christensen-Belleville Library, Rick Francois, Mike Tretow, Brad Peterson-
Recorder, and Michael Parkin.

4. The Clerk stated that the meeting has been noticed as required by law.

5. Visitors Who Would Like to Speak Now - None
6. Visitors Who Would Like to Speak on an Agenda Item — No discussion.

7. Consent Agenda: Trustee Kazmar made a motion to approve the consent agenda less items f
and h, and codification chapters 74, 584 and 525, seconded by Trustee Ziegler. Motion
carried.

Trustee Ziegler made a motion to approve licenses for Sarbacker and Alford, contingent
on no additional chapter 125- license violations, at which time their licenses will be
revoked, seconded by Trustee O'Brien. Trustee Ziegler clarified that the license
committee reviewed the licenses. They will propose some modifications to the license
form as well. Motion carried

Codification: Chapter 74 was not submitted. Trustee Ziegler made a motion to delete all
but section 1 of Chapter 584 Impact Fees [as recommended by the Village attorney] and
approve Chapter 525 Cable TV as is with editorial suggestions, seconded by Trustee
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8. Committee Reports — None.

9. President’s Report — President Ward: The new dredging project is moving along despite the
rain. Trustee Schmitz was in an accident and is in the hospital. The Village will send their
best wishes.

10. Administrator/Clerk/Treasurer’s Report — Trustee and municipal judge candidacy papers
are available now. Municipal Judge Jerry Ziegler has turned in a notice of non-candidacy.

11. Unfinished Business:

a. Lake Restoration / West Lake Dredging Projects Update — Restoration on the
islands is taking place. President Ward took a tour of a potential trail extension site
with DNR officials and an Eagle Scout candidate. Some problems with dumping of
materials in an incorrect location that were addressed with the new dredging
contractor (Ironworks).

b. Proposed Budget 2012 — After incorporating the following suggested changes, 3.97
percent would be the levy increase. The total levy would be $1,524,968.

i. Deduct $6292 from all budgets (including utilities) for a disability premium
holiday

ii. Apply surplus - increased to $25,000 (general fund)
1. Police car funding reduced to $10,000 (capital fund)
iv. Parks projects funding reduced to $22,000 (capital fund)

v. Includes a short-term loan borrowing of $100,000 to restore capital fund
balance. The first payment of $10,553 is due July 2012. This is due in part to
under-borrowing and change orders for major construction related to the Far
West Side Development and an unbudgeted, anticipated expense for Fire
Department radios (@$41,000).

vi. Carryovers were held to a minimum.

Approval of Special Charges on Tax Bills — The majority of charges are for
contractual waste collection costs, as allowed by Village ordinance and state law
($160,026.94). Others are for delinquent utility bills ($5791.01) and
miscellaneous ($67.97). Possible billings to the Far West Side developers were
authorized by a separate special assessment agreement earlier. Trustee Ziegler
made a motion to approve the special charges to tax bills,; seconded by Trustee
Wilcox. Motion carried.

Adoption of Budget - Trustee Kattre made a motion to adopt the budget with the
changes as noted, above including premium holiday, police car and parks
reduction and capital fund borrowing; seconded by Trustee Wilcox. Motion
carried.

c. Proposed Intergovernmental Agreement Between Dane County and Other
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[image: image5.png]Municipalities within Dane County Creating a County-Wide Interoperable
VHF-Based Emergency Radio System Known as “DaneCom” — President Ward is
recommending we do not approve this agreement now because of problems with cost
sharing provisions. Trustee Ziegler was concerned that the funds spent on radios will
be wasted if the agreement falls apart. The county does not have the authority to force
municipalities to pay a share. The concern is the possibility to absorb costs for those
not paying. Usage cannot be accurately figured at this time so charges are not
included; after implementation, time usage will be accurately tracked.

Trustee Kattre expressed concern that costs will increase greatly over time. Trustee
Ziegler said that a large portion of the time would be billed back to Fire Department
and EMS, so back to other cost-sharing communities. Exeter then would be served in
the DaneCom system if we go into Green County. Question about the term; no party
may withdraw until after December 1, 2015. Discussion of lack of incentive to join
the group. The exact rate for airtime and operation and maintenance is not known at
this time either. The unknowns are the level of participation and the benefits of
membership. $825,000 is the max for municipalities to pay (Dane County pays the
rest). The county would kick in 30 percent of the cost for municipalities that do not
sign — but participating villages would pay the other 70 percent. Only two villages did
not sign the initial letter of intent.

Numbers would be adjusted after 2015. The county is looking at it as if charging the
systems users is fairer. Trustee O'Brien pointed out that Belleville’s cost would go up
a max of $200 if everyone who said they would still participates. Seventy percent of
the combined population (excluding Madison) of Dane County must participate; if
this does not happen, the agreement is invalid. Eighty percent of the towns must
participate as well. If other villages would say no and it is still 70 percent, the cost
would be reallocated. Trustee O'Brien felt that the risk would be sufficiently
mitigated.

Trustee Kattre made a motion to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement Berween
Dane County and Other Municipalities within Dane County Creating a County-Wide
Interoperable VHF-Based Emergency Radio System Known as “DaneCom”;
seconded by Trustee Wilcox. Motion carried on a roll call vote with Trustee Ziegler
abstaining.

. Appoint of Chairperson and Member(s) to Community Development Authority

— Tabled.

. Appointment of Plan Commissioner — President Ward nominated Mike Potts.

Trustee Ziegler made a motion to approve Mike Potts for the vacant Planning
Commission position; seconded by Trustee Kattre. Motion carried.

Approval of Proposed Ordinance 2011-09-01: Creating Sections of the Belleville
Municipal Code Relating to Lake Belle View Boating Regulations — Trustee
Kazmar made a motion to approve Ordinance 2011-09-01; seconded by Trustee
O'Brien. Motion carried. Public hearing was held at the last meeting. It includes
DNR’s suggestions for language modifications.

New Business:

a. Appointment of Election Inspectors for Next Term — Trustee Ziegler made a
motion to approve the list of inspectors as presented; seconded by Trustee Wilcox.
Motion carried

b. TIF #4 Proposal Analysis Agreement with Ehlers — Trustee Ziegler made a motion
10 approve the agreement with Ehlers contingent with Landmark to pay for the
consulting services; seconded by Trustee Kattre. Motion carried. The agreement will
allow for assistance in putting together a TIF #4 development proposal to bring
forward later.

¢. Resolution 2011-12-01: Approve Commitment of Fund Balances — Trustee Kattre
made a motion to approve Resolution 2011-12-01; seconded by Trustee Ziegler.
Motion carried. The Village’s auditors requested this resolution to comply with new
GASB 54 audit regulations and prevent the lapsing of waste management and
cemetery fund balances into the General Fund.

d. Budget Amendment #2 - 2011 Carryover Items to 2012 — A draft version was
presented. Tabled to next meeting to allow final review of 2011 expenditures.

¢. Employee Handbook Revisions — Plan to approve at January 3 Village Board. The
sick leave policy is the only change from previous drafts. A meeting with the Police
Union representative and North Shore Bank representative will be held during the
week to finalize the union’s version if possible.

ADJOURN TO CLOSED SESSION: For a) Discussion of Option to Purchase Former
Belleville Clinic Property per WI Stats 19.85(1)(e) and b) Clerk’s office-staffing issues
per 19.85(1)(c) — Trustee Ziegler made a motion to go into closed session; seconded by
Trustee Wilcox. Motion passed unanimously on a roll call vote.

RECONVENE TO OPEN SESSION for possible action on items discussed in closed session
— Trustee Kattre made a motion to go into open session; seconded by Trustee O'Brien.
Motion carried. Resumed 10:25 PM. No action was taken to accept the Madison Family
Residency Corporation’s offer to purchase the old Belleville Clinic property, because of
budget and debt restrictions. No other actions taken.

Other Business: Announcements — Holidays are December 23,26, 30 and January 2.
Library will have different hours. Clerk’s office is open December 30, and from 7 a.m. — 7
p-m. December 27-29 for tax collection. No December 19 Village Board meeting. Future
meeting dates were noted.

Adjournment — Trustee Kazmar made a motion to adjourn; seconded by Trustee Ziegler.
Motion passed unanimously. President Ward adjourned the meeting at 10.26 PM.

Review Individual Operator License Applications — The License Advisory Committee Duties and
Responsibilities were reviewed. The only suggested revision is to change the reference to Title 7 to
Chapter 320 under Section V — Duties. The change cannot take place until the Ordinance Recodification
is complete.

Review Related Recodification Ordinances — A copy of Chapter 320 — Intoxicating Liquor and
Fermented Malt Beverages was included in the meeting packet. Gary Ziegler distributed the Editorial
Analysis for Chapter 320. There will be additiona! Chapters of the Recodified Ordinances that the
License Advisory Committee will be asked to review. This review will occur at the September 29, 2011
License Advisory Committee meeting.

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1 AS-BUILT REPORT

1.1 CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES

September 28, 2010 — Construction activities start with lake control structure concrete work and
dam modifications work.

September 30, 2010 — Berm construction work starts

October 19, 2010 — River diverted using a combination of berm advancement, temporary gravel
diversion berm and minor excavation of lake bed to direct flow away from construction activities.
All spoils and gravel were removed from the lake bed after berm construction was completed.
November 4, 2010 — Berm advancement complete. Berm construction was left 1-foot lower than
final elevations to allow for settling and dredging access. Control structure and dam
modifications complete.

November 11, 2010 — Dredging operations started. De-watering wells installed to lower water
levels in lake.

March 21, 2011 - Dredging operations complete.

March 23 — May 3, 2011 - Berm brought up to grade and berm restoration completed. Habitat fill
areas were too wet to do final grading work and restoration. Areas were temporarily seeded with
oats and allowed to settle and dewater over the summer to provide ground surface machinery
will be able to operate on.

April 30, 2011 - control structure gate closed and lake filling started.

June 20, 2011 — seeding of emergent areas (elev. 857 — 858).

August 16, 2011 - Restoration in Community Park complete

November 1, 2011 — Grading in Habitat Fill areas complete.

December 2, 2011 - Dormant seeding of habitat fill areas complete. Project completed.

1.2 CHANGES TO ORIGINAL PLAN

Construction Time Habitat Area Fill — Soil Moisture

As dredging work progressed it was noticed that additional volume in the form of water and ice
was being stockpiled in the habitat areas along with the dredge spoils. Sediment testing indicated
that the degree of saturation was above 100% and significant settling of the dredge material was
to be expected as the material dewatered. Since the grading plan presented in the permit
applications was based on final elevations post dewatering, the Village authorized the contractor
to increase the elevations during construction knowing that some settling would certainly take
place as the material dewatered.

The as-built survey (see below) indicates that the highest points of habitat areas have settled
about 3-feet since this spring. It is also worth noting that the highest points have been wet all year
and have supported a wetland habitat with species such as wild rice cut grass and arrowhead.
The wet conditions at the top of the habitat areas indicate that the settling of these areas will
continue in the near future as dewatering of the underlying materials continues. As a
consequence, we'll likely continue to see wetland conditions in areas higher than the 0-2-feet
above normal pool elevations zone next growing seasons. We'll conduct wetland delineation in

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two years in 2013; at that time we'll be able to determine the actual extent of wetland habitat
created/restored.

Habitat Fill Areas Grading — Soil Moisture

* Because of the extensive amount of soil moisture and ice in the dredge spoils placed in the habitat
areas, the ground was too wet to be able to provide sufficient support for equipment to grade the
areas so that proper invasive vegetation management could take place in years to come. This
resulted in the delay of seeding the initial stabilization seed mix. The stabilization seed mix was
installed with dormant seeding in December 2011 and therefore delayed the project completion
date.

 During this first growing season, however, a significant amount of native species were observed
anecdotally, such as smart weed, wild rice cut grass, arrowhead and other desirable species
which is promising for future invasive species management goals (See monitoring report below).

1.3 AS-BUILT SURVEY

Data Collection

The as-built survey work was performed by Hofmeister Engineering & Surveying, Inc. Greg Hofmeister
is a registered surveyor and a professional engineer and has been involved in the project surveying work
from the beginning. The as-built survey work took place as each of the phases of the project were
completed. The as-built survey is based on the following data collected:
e Dredged areas were surveyed on 12/22/2010, 01/05/11, 2/13/2011, 2/14/2011, 3/02/2011, 3/05/2011,
3/10/2011, and 3/14/2011
» Berm final elevations were surveyed on 5/10/2011 and verified on 7/05/2011 after some regrading
by the contractor.
* Habitat fill areas were surveyed on 12/04/2011 and 12/05/2011.

1.4 SURVEY RESULTS

Figure 1 shows the elevation points used to develop this as-built survey and a comparison between the
design and as-built contours. Figure 2 shows the elevations color coded to match the habitat zones as
described in Sheet 11/11 of the monitoring and mitigation plan referenced in the US Army Corps of
Engineers (USACE) permit conditions. This comparison gives us an idea of how the constructed project
compares to the design as far as area coverage of each habitat zone. Table 1 below compares the area
extent of each of the habitat zones.

Table 1 shows that the completed project resembles very closely the originally proposed acreage for each
habitat zone. Areas below the normal pool is about 44.1 acres, the same as proposed design but the
emergent areas are a bit larger. The wetland zone is approximately the same acreage. The areas above
863.0 are somewhat larger than originally intended which is attributed to the fact that the higher parts of
the fill areas are still settling as the material continues to dewater. The berm acreage is smaller than
shown in Sheet 11/11 because the footprint of the final design of the berm is less than originally
estimated in the permit application.

Also note that the 0.51 acres of floodplain forest described in the USACE permit has been protected
according to the permit requirements (See Figure 2). All wooded areas were left intact and any areas
filled were placed within 24” of normal pool elevation. Of the 0.51-acres of floodplain forest, only
approximately 0.1-acres were disturbed.

A covenant or conservation easement for 4.56 acres of restored/created floodplain forest as described in
special condition 8 of the USACE permit will be proposed in the next month in coordination with the
USACE and the Village representatives.

2.1 GENERAL

The restoration and mitigation portion of the Lake Belle View Restoration Project has commenced. The
Village of Belleville has hired a restoration contractor (NES Ecological Services) through the year 2014 to
oversee vegetation maintenance, invasive and non-native species control and floodplain forest
creation/restoration and wetland enhancement activities. The Village has also hired a team of consultants
through the year 2015 (Montgomery Associates, Agrecol Environmental Consulting and Eco-Resource
Consulting) to comply with the water level, in-lake water quality and wetland restoration monitoring,
requirement as outlined in the Mitigation and Restoration Plan. Additionally, the Village has received a
Lake Planning Grant from the Wisconsin DNR to implement additional water quality monitoring in the
Lake.

The following restoration and monitoring activities have taken place this year:

e March - Initial stabilization of Berm side slopes

* May — Temporary stabilization of Habitat Fill areas with oats and voluntary vegetation

* May to June - Water levels monitored bottom gate was closed and lake filled up to the overflow
weir at an elevation 857.

* June - Emergent zone species planted in areas between elevations 857 — 858.

* July through September — Multiple fish transfers and fish stocking

e July through October — Multiple aquatic vegetation transfers

* September to October - Water quality monitoring including trophic state index, vertical lake
profiles, e-coli testing

* September ~ Invasive species removal in emergent zone

*  October through December — Continuous water level monitoring

* December — dormant seeding of stabilization mix in habitat fill areas

Activities planned for 2012:
* Winter — Invasive species control in existing wooded areas
» Spring - Invasive species control in emergent zone and berm
» March through November — Continuous water level monitoring
» February through September - 5 vertical lake profiles and 4 trophic state index monitoring
e June - Fish surveys
* June through September — Stormwater monitoring
e July - WRAM wetland functional value assessment
* July & September - Wetland meander surveys
* Sumumer/Fall - Invasive species control and vegetation management in all areas

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2.2 WETLAND/FLOODPLAIN FOREST RESTORATION AND VEGETATION MANAGEMENT

The wetland and floodplain forest creation/restoration and enhancement activities have been somewhat
delayed due to the fact that the habitat fill areas were too wet to operate equipment for grading and
seeding. This has resulted in no wetland monitoring activities this year. Some anecdotal evidence of
voluntary native species diversity has been reported, however, especially in the area on top of the
highest “hill” of the habitat fill areas. The wet conditions are supporting some wetland species such as
rice cut grass and arrowhead. It is also evident that native species are emerging as well in drier areas that
were not necessarily expected especially since no seeding of native species took place this
spring/summer. We are theorizing that the native species seed bank is coming from the deeper sandy
layers that were dredged last and placed on the top of the habitat fill areas. We have observed species
like broadleaf smartweed, blue vervain and marsh milkweed. In Appendix B is a listing of various native
plants that have been observed in the field during restoration activities but is not necessarily
comprehensive. We'll be implementing meander surveys next summer/fall which will give us more
quantitative evaluation of the status of the restoration effort. We are optimistic that this voluntary native
species diversity is a promising start for a successful restoration project.

A significant patch of Purple Loosestrife has been spotted in the riverbed on the riverside of the berm
(outside of the project area). Only one purple loosestrife plants has been observed in the project site to-
date and was removed promptly. Significant patches of cattails and reed canary grass are also present on
riverbed on the riverside of the project site. All of these areas will be flooded next spring with at least 1-
foot of water as the dam on the river is closed as planned. Once the water levels in the river are back up
again we’ll be able to evaluate the risk associated with the invasive species adjacent to the project site.

2.3 LAKE LEVEL MONITORING

Lake level monitoring took place on two occasions this year. On the first occasion, visual observations
were recorded in May to monitor groundwater input to the lake as the Lake filled up. As-built dredge
survey data were used to develop volume-area ratio for the lake to determine inflow rates based on the
water level elevation observations. Over approximately 3 week period, the filling rate average about 0.8
in/day or approximately 1.1 cubic feet per second. This filling rate is within the estimated range of net
inflow to the lake. Figure 11 shows the water level increase over this 3 week period. Figure 12 shows the
net inflow rate over the same period. Note how the net inflow rate decreases as the water levels increase
which is expected as the hydraulic gradient decreases when the lake level goes up in relation to the
groundwater table.

The second occasion was continuous water level monitoring from October 19 through December 28
using a water level logger. Figure 13 shows the lake water levels during this period. The first part of the
monitoring period the overflow weir was set at approximately 857. In middle of December ice had
developed on the lake so monitoring was stopped. But due to the warm temperatures in December, we
re-launched the water level loggers to record the water levels as we raised the overflow weir to 858 to set
the final normal pool level since all construction activity in the habitat fill areas had ceased. Figure 13
also shows the timing of significant rain/snow events during this period based on the Dane County
airport data in Madison. This data clearly shows the response in lake levels to the various rain events.

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Continuous monitoring of lake levels will continue until the ice conditions develop on the lake. Next
spring, once the water levels in the Sugar River are raised, we'll monitor the water levels in the river side
as well for comparison.

2.4 IN-LAKE WATER QUALITY MONITORING

Water quality parameters were collected in the summer/fall of 2011. Vertical Lake profiles of dissolved
oxygen, temperature, specific conductivity, and pH were recorded on two occasions and a comparison of
turbity and specific conductance was performed between the Lake and the River on same occasions.
Total nitrogen and total phosphorus, chlorophyll samples and secchi disk depths were collected for a
Trophic State Index (TSI) determination but due to temporary disturbance from wind action and given
how recently dredging of the lake took place, the samples are likely not reflecting typical growin season
conditions and therefore weren’t converted to a TSI. Attached in Appendix A is a short water quality
monitoring summary for 2011 where the data collected is presented and the results discussed in more
detail.

Dissolved oxygen levels remained above the water quality criterion level of 5 mg/I throughout the water
column on September 14 and 22.
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Vertical temperature levels indicated that the lake was well mixed in September.
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Specific conductance and pH mirrored the mixed water column as well.
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Wind and lack of aquatic vegetative cover over the sediment resulted in turbid conditions based on
secchi measurements of 1’ (0.31 M) on September 14 and 1.2’ (0.37 M) on September 22.

Unlike the summer months, the river water clarity was better in September than in the lake due to the
factors mentioned above.
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[image: image66.png]The specific conductance levels in the river were significantly higher than measured in the lake and
reflect higher total dissolved solids discharged from the Mt. Horeb wastewater treatment plant to the
West Branch Sugar River and Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District discharge to Badger Mill Creek.
The tevels found in the lake are more typical of groundwater and surface water that drain limestone
topographies and therefore reflect better water quality.
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This graph compares total phosphorus with total nitrogen data. Phosphorus concentrations were very
high and relatively high in comparison with total nitrogen. In three of four samples, the total nitrogen to
total phosphorus ratio was less than 10:1. This occurs in only about 10% of Wisconsin lakes and



[image: image67.png]indicates nitrogen limitation. Given the disturbance conditions that we observed soon after the lake had
been constructed, these results likely will not reflect water quality once aquatic vegetation becomes
well established in the lake. For that reason, the secchi, total phosphorus and chlorophyll a samples
were not converted to Trophic State index {TS1) and will not likely reflect typical growing season
conditions.

Consistent with total phosphorus levels, chlorophyll a concentrations were very high. While water
clarity was very low based on secchi depths, the turbid conditions primarily reflected suspended
filamentous algae due to wind currents. The high phosphorus and chlorophyll concentrations and poor
water clarity likely reflected temporary disturbance conditions that will change/improve once rooted
vegetation becomes established in the lake.

Hi April,

Attached are the letters being sent out today. Also, you will be receiving a tentative award letter for the
project.

After our discussion this is the options concerning hunting and trapping.

1. If the property is not currently annexed into the Village, you could not annex it into the village. Your
ordinance won't impact the project site and even if the Town eventually adopted an ordinance prohibiting
hunting and trapping, it would be a non-sponsor impact thus not creating issues for the grant.

2. Change the current ordinance to allow at the minimum archery hunting for all species and season plus
trapping on this project acreage. We would need to have this accomplished no later than March 1 in
order to meet our deadlines to get a grant out no later than April.

3. We could have our warden team look at the project but my past experience indicates that they won't
agree with the ordinance being necessary for public safety. Then we won't be able to issue you a grant
unless you did the ordinance change.

4. If in the future there was a necessity to prohibit hunting and trapping on the parcel, you would need to
request this change to the Department and the Natural Resources Board would address the matter at
that time.

This REAL ESTATE PURCHASE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made by and
between the VILLAGE OF BELLEVILLE, a Wisconsin municipal corporation,
(“Buyer”), and COSGROVE CONSTRUCTION, INC (hereinafter collectively referred
to as “Seller”). .

In consideration of the mutual covenants and undertakings contained herein the
parties agree as follows:

1. Agreement to Sell and Buy Property. Seller hereby agrees to sell to Buyer
and Buyer agrees to buy from Seller in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement,
certain real property situated in the Town of Montrose, Dane County, Wisconsin,
described in the legal description attached as Attachment A, together with all the
appurtenant rights, mineral rights, privileges, and easements belonging thereto
(collectively the “Property™).

b. Local government approval of a certified survey map (“CSM”)
creating the parcel described in Attachment A on or before ten (10) days prior to
the Closing Date, as that term is defined below.

C. The execution of a Stewardship Grant contract with the Department
of Natural Resources, assuring the release of the Stewardship Grant funding that
the Buyer plans to use to purchase the Property, on or before ten (10) days prior to
the Closing Date.

If Buyer fails to notify Seller that the contingencies described in subsections (b)
and (c) above are asserted on or before the date specified, then such contingencies shall
be deemed waived.

Buyer agrees to pay the costs involved with the
CSM, including the expenses of preparing the CSM, applying to the Village and other
governmental authorities for approval, and any processing and recording fees.

4. No Displacement and Waiver of Rights Under Chapter 32.  Seller
represents and warrants that the sale of the Property to Buyer will not result in the
displacement of persons or business concerns for purposes of Chapter 32, Wis. Stats.
Seller acknowledges that Seller is not required to sell the Property and the Village will
not use its power of eminent domain for the purpose of acquiring the Property if Seller
chooses to not sell the Property. Seller acknowledges Seller’s agreement to sell the
Property is voluntary. Seller acknowledges receipt of the Wisconsin Department of
Commerce pamphlets entitled The Rights of Landowners Under Wisconsin Eminent
Domain Law and Wisconsin Relocation Rights — Residential (the “Pamphlets”). Seller
acknowledges that having received and reviewed the Pamphlets, and being aware of
rights, remedies, requirements and conditions referred to therein, Seller specifically
waives the following: '

a. Any right of Seller to receive a full narrative appraisal from Buyer or
for Seller to obtain Seller’s own appraisal, the reasonable cost of which, if timely
produced, would have been paid by Buyer;

b. Any right of Seller to receive any maps or names of other owners
relating to the Buyer’s purchase of the Property;

C. Any requirement that Buyer prepare, serve on Seller, or record a
certificate of compensation concerning the Property;

d. Any requirement that a notice of the right to appeal the amount of
compensation (the consideration paid and agreed to be paid in exchange for the
Property) be served by Buyer on Seller, and any right Seller may have to appeal
the amount of compensation paid or agreed to be paid herein.

Estimate calculates the dry land to be approximately 10.67 acres. Therefore, and
notwithstanding the acreage that may be specified in any Certified Survey Map
(“CSM”) that may be prepared for the conveyance of the Property, the purchase
price shall be no less than 10.67 acres multiplied by $0.09 per square foot, or
$41,830.67.

c. Buyer, at Buyer’s expense, may have a CSM prepared. Subject to
the minimum price of $41,830.67 set forth in paragraph 5.c. above, the purchase
price shall be recalculated based on the CSM and the formula set forth in
paragraph 5.a. above if the Property is more than 10.67 acres.

Seller shall pay the cost of
the title insurance policy, and shall provide Buyer with gap insurance coverage as part of
its title insurance, to provide coverage for the period between the effective date of the
Commitment and the date of Closing. Buyer, within 30 days after Buyer receives a copy
of the Commitment, will make objections to the title to the Property based upon
examination of the Commitment, said objections to be made by written notice or be
deemed waived. If any objections are so made, Seller may, but is not obligated to,
complete all actions necessary to cure such objections. If Seller elects to cure objections,
Seller shall be allowed up to the Closing Date to cure such objections and obtain
appropriate endorsements to the Commitment indicating that any such objections have
been cured.

The Village Administrator/Clerk/Treasurer is responsible for day-to-day administration of
the Village, execution of Clerk and Treasurer duties as defined in Wisconsin Statutes,
and direction of Village departments and staff, when such authority is not otherwise
vested by Wisconsin Statute or Municipal Code in boards, commissions or other Village
officers.

ESSENTIAL PERFORMANCE ABILITIES:

Ability to effectively administer routine and non-routine activities of the Village, analyze
and implement policy, manage financial and human resources, communicate verbally and
in written form, build consensus, and manage change.

Ability to identify and implement process modifications to improve operational
performance. Ability to access, input, and retrieve information from a computer terminal,
along with the ability to learn and operate software programs, as necessary, to conduct
business processes efficiently and effectively. Requires ability to work closely and
courteously with the public, the Village President and Village Board, co-workers and
others. Requires ability to maintain clear and concise records and to manage information
using effective record and file organization. Word processing using correct English
grammar and spelling is required. Requires ability to initiate and receive correspondence
using the Village telephone and electronic mail systems.
