Meeting called to order by Chair, Judy Bacha, at 7:00 AM.
Judy Bacha introduced Todd Huebler to the members of the committee.  Each member introduced themselves and provided background information on themselves.
Rick Francois moved to approve the September 9, 2010 minutes as written.  Mike O’Connor seconds the motion.

The recent fire at the facilities of Charlie’s Bark Park was the topic of discussion.  Since the business is growing and the building must be gutted, the Faheys are looking toward expansion.  During peak seasons, Charlie’s refer clientele to other facilities due to lack of space in their facility for boarding.  The committee discussed options which would retain the facility in the Belleville proper.  Charlie’s would like to expand to enough kennels to board 100 animals.  The committee discussed extending the building; perhaps a second floor and expanding the outdoor play area to the street and lot lines.  The basic concern is the noise created by the animals.  Chad felt he did not want to be at the Village on a regular basis to explain the barking of dogs; he felt he has more important tasks, as well as, the Village staff.  The recommendation by the committee is to discuss the expansion with the building inspector.
Town & Country Insurance opened an office in the Burreson’s shopping center.  A custom cabinet maker moved into the building where Kittleson Concrete resided.  The firm Counter Top purchased the building in the Industrial Park from John Baker.

Rick Francois invited the committee members to the new clinic ground breaking on the 18th of October at 12 noon.  Jerry Jansen informed the committee of the GCDC CEO Breakfast at the Monroe Hospital on Friday, the 29th of October from 7:30 AM to 9:30AM.
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Terry Kringle announced the construction of the burm is almost complete.
